In the context of the evidences against a teacher who has worked in a college
affiliated to Kannur University and has attended the valuation camp of Kannur
University, the decision and the new practice of the University, emailing the
question papers to the email ids created for the Principals of affiliated colleges
2.5 hours before the scheduled time of the examination is questionable
because this move will certainly create a favourable condition for leaking the
question papers by such teachers with lesser credibility. It is hereby requested
to take appropriate measures to ensure that the question papers are
physically reaching the colleges through the University’'s own delivery system
and opening the question papers by the Principal in the presence of observers
from other colleges so that the credibility of the University examinations may
be protected.




Dr. Shino P.Jose moved and Dr. Bijumon Ramalayathil seconded the
resolution. The resolution was rejected by the Chair without any
discussion, since the University has effectively introduced the system of
online transmission of question papers to colleges and it would be
unsound to revert to the previous system.

The higher education department of Kerala has sanctioned the post of
professor in aided/government colleges as per the 2018 UGC regulations.
Eligible teachers in the University departments in Kerala were promoted as
Professors under CAS as per the 2010 UGC regulations. But teachers in
aided/govt colleges are denied promotion as professors under CAS as per
2010 UGC regulations.

To avoid hardships in implementing UGC regulations 2018, it is clearly stated
in clause 6.3 (a) that a teacher eligible to be promoted to the next higher level
can make use of UGC regulations 2010 with relaxed API score for their career
advancement up to 17/7/2021 (that is within 3 years from the date of
notification of UGC regulation 2018).
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Therefore, this resolution requests the university to recommend the matter to
the Higher Education Department to implement the said clause of the 2018
regulations promptly.
