Iraqi Woman’s Journey Changes Map of Arabic Poetry

Free Verse Poet
Nazik al-Malaika, one of Iraq’s most famous poets was best known for her role as a
pioneer of the free verse movement, making a sharp departure from the classical rhyme
form that had dominated Arabic poetry for centuries.

Early life and career

Al-Malaika was born in Baghdad to a cultured family. Her mother was also a poet,
and her father was a teacher. She wrote her first poem at the age of 10. Al-Malaika
graduated in 1944 from the College of Arts in Baghdad and later completed a master's
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degree in comparative literature at the University of Wisconsin—Madison with a Degree of
Excellence. She entered the Institute of Fine Arts and graduated from the Department of
Music in 1949. In 1959 she earned a Master of Arts in Comparative Literature from the
University of Wisconsin—Madison in the United States, and she was appointed professor at
the University of Baghdad, the University of Basrah, and Kuwait University.

Leaving Iraq

Al-Malaika left Iraq in 1970 with her husband Abdel Hadi Mahbooba and family, following
the rise of the Arab Socialist Ba'ath Party of Iraq to power. She lived in Kuwait until
Saddam Hussein's invasion in 1990. Al-Malaika and her family left for Cairo, where she
lived for the rest of her life. Towards the end of her life, al-Malaika suffered from a number
of health issues, including Parkinson's disease. She died in Cairo in 2007 at the age of 83
