Finance, Kerala Government and the Re-registration fee of Rs.4000/- was enhanced
to Rs.4200/- (Rupees Four Thousand and Two Hundred only).

4. Meanwhile, as representations were received from the students of B.Tech 2011 admission

Batch, requesting to permit them to register for the examinations as they have exceeded the seven years

of course as stipulated in the regulation, the Academic ‘D’ Section, Vide paper read (5) above, requested to

take necessary action.
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5.The matter was placed before the Board of Studies in Engineering (UG) held on 15.11.2018
and vide paper read (6) above, the Board considered the matter and recommended to allow B.Tech 2011
admission Batch students to Re-register for the course relaxing sub clause (v) of clause 11 of B.Tech

Regulations and permitted to appear for the Examinations, up to April/May 2019.
